Theme
The main topic of next meeting of the Youth Care Platform will be “Participation of young persons“ (see workplan 2018 – 2020).  The theme is described as follows:
“Participation of young persons:
1. on policy level
2. in the care provider where they live
3. in the realization of their own after care plan.
This is about children’s rights, empowerment of youngsters (also related to leaving care), preparing youngsters for partner- and family relationships.	
Different services (youth, adult, social and emotional services) should meet in working on these topics	
But it is also about participation in society and acting as a responsible citizen (stigma of youth care) and even the participation of youngsters in policy making and management of services can (must?) be addressed.”

We ask again all delegations to prepare a small presentation on local policies, cases, experiences on the theme.  Feel free to choose these aspects which are relevant to your situation and knowledge.  Please keep your presentation short (max 5min).  A supportive PPT-presentation can be used (max 8 slides recommended).
